GP/PRACTICE STAFF HAS CONCERNS ABOUT A CHILD’S WELFARE





ADDRESS CONCERNS WITH PARENT/ CHILD /CARER AND SEEK THEIR CONSENT/AGREEMENT TO MAKE A REFERRAL TO CHILDREN’S SOCIAL CARE SERVICES


(Unless to do so would place the child /young person at risk of significant harm)


N.B. Where a parent / carer refuses consent for the referral to be made the practitioner should make a judgement as to whether to make the referral anyway and should record the grounds for dispensing with consent
