A&E / admitting Medical 

doctor rings Consultant 

on call to discuss 

If patient requires 

admission they should 

be transferred directly 

to local specialist ward 

If admission is not 

required arrangements 

will be made for early 

outpatient review 

Patient admitted to 

hospital under relevant 

specialty 

Patient reviewed within 

a week by visiting HCV 

specialist if required 

Appropriate outpatient 

review arranged once 

the patient has been 

discharged 

Patient diagnosed with 

HCV during admission and 

has a directly related 

problem 

Base team call local HCV 

specialist consultant to 

discuss, or HANY physician 

on call if urgent/out of 

hours 

If the patient needs ongoing 

inpatient care transfer to 

appropriate ward if not early

Criteria:  - diagnosed as chronic Hep C & documented HCV Viraemia              
 - diagnosed with probable acute Hep C 
               - Criteria defined by NHS policies

Review investigations 

Discuss treatment options
